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Help your local Biodiversity Officer find out what species are in your local area.

Here are some examples of plant species that you may see but other species can be recorded.

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Primrose
• Pale yellow flowers; appear singly on hairy 
 stems with green crinkled leaves.
• In flower between March and May before 
 most trees come into leaf.
• Similar to cowslip. 
• Often found in woodlands, hedgerows and 
 old pastures.

Harebell
• Delicate pale to mid blue paper thin bell 
 shaped flowers on long thin stems.
• In flower from mid-summer to late autumn
• Similar to bluebell.
• Found growing in less fertile dry grasslands 
 and rocky outcrops.

Irish lady’s-tresses
• Small cream tubular orchid arranged in three 
 slightly twisted rows with grass like leaves.
• Flowers from mid-July onwards.
• Similar to other white orchid species.
• Mainly found in fens and wet marshy grass-
 lands, sometimes at an altitude. 

Devil’s bit scabious
• Medium-tall plant; dark blue-purple flowers 
 with a rounded head.
• In flower between June and October.
• Similar to field scabious.
• Found in damp grassland places.
