Ending Hate In Our Communities 





Ian Wallace, the Council’s Good Relations Officer and Sylwia Slonka, the Borough’s Minority Ethnic Liaison Worker, have recently completed a ‘Training the Trainer’ course on ‘Ending Hate In Our Communities.’  Ian and Sylwia are now looking for opportunities to deliver the training to community groups, youth groups schools and employers.  





The full course should take about 5 hours to complete but this can be shortened or delivered over several sessions if required. The course will be delivered free of charge.  All that is required of the group or organisation is to provide a suitable venue and refreshments / meals.  Groups or organisations can apply to the Good Relations Small Grant Scheme for financial assistance with this requirement.





The course has been designed in partnership with INCORE and the Centre for the Prevention of Hate Violence, and promises to be interesting, challenging and informative.
