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Health and Safety Inspections

Environmental Health Officers may visit your workplace without prior warning to check health and safety standards and provide information and advice. 

A health and safety inspection of your workplace will involve examining the physical environment in which your employees are working as well as looking at how health and safety is managed by the business. Officers will ask to see any health and safety documentation which is relevant to your business such as an accident book, electrical safety certificate, risk assessments and/or a health and safety policy.

The Environmental Health Officer may also talk to employees and their representatives about health and safety matters.

At the end of the inspection, the Environmental Health Officer will discuss with you any concerns they may have, explain what needs to be done in order to comply with health and safety laws and decide what is the most appropriate form of action e.g. verbal advice, formal letter or an improvement notice etc.  It is usual for officers to take enforcement action where they find a serious risk to people’s health and safety.
