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INDUSTRIAL POLLUTION CONTROL
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Antrim Borough Council is also responsible for inspecting certain industrial activities which may cause air pollution. Environmental Health Officers will inspect specific industrial premises and issue a permit allowing the industrial process to continue subject to certain conditions. It is the responsibility of the permit holder to control, limit or prevent the emission of certain prescribed substances and other products from those processes.

Environmental Health Officers are responsible for inspecting and permitting the following processes;

· Combustion Processes

· Iron and Steel

· Non-ferrous metal

· Cement and Lime Manufacture e.g. ready-mix concrete processes

· Other Mineral processes e.g. breaking up coal

· Ceramic products

· Incineration e.g. cremation

· Coating and Printing e.g. repainting road vehicles

· Manufacture of Dyestuffs, Printing Ink and Coating Materials

· Timber Processes e.g. manufacture of wood products

· Processes involving rubber
