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This beautiful part of N. Ireland is a fly anglers dream , at a time when the habitat of the wild brown river trout is depleting  all over Europe, and when some fly fishing for trout has an artificial character, N. Ireland offers the true  essence of the sport - the pursuit of wild trout taking hatching fly in natural waters. Rivers like the Six Mile Water in County Antrim provide challenging sport with selective trout of high average size. Fly fish this trout stream which winds through the pastures and also offers the angler a chance of a Salmon or the unique Loch run Brown Trout, the Dollaghan, which behaves in a similar way to a sea trout but instead of going to sea it runs to Lough Neagh, the largest freshwater lake in the UK covering a mammoth 153 sq miles (400 sq km) and touches five of the six counties of Northern Ireland. The Dollaghan can grow at a similar rate to Salmon putting on up to 3lb every year while in the Lough mainly due the richness of its waters. This growth rate makes them one of the biggest wild Brown trout with many specimens over 6lb being caught each season. The fly is often most productive in the evening and into the night making this venue especially attractive for the Trout and Salmon fly fishermen. The Six mile also has a not inconsiderable Salmon run and has a good stock of resident wild Brown trout.
