Gallery of Sporting Legends
1. AIM
The aim of The Gallery of Sporting Legends is to recognise sports persons from the Antrim Borough area who have reached the highest level in their chosen sport.  The Gallery of Sporting Legends will recognise the sportspersons history of achievements and contribution to sport in the Borough of Antrim.

2. ELIGIBILITY
Successful sports persons will: 

· Have been born, have lived or currently live within the Borough or

· Have strong associations or connections with Antrim Borough

· Have competed at the highest level of competition in their sport (not age specific)
· Be involved in a sport that is recognised by Sport Northern Ireland (see appendix 2) 

3. CRITERIA

All nominees to the Hall of Fame will have:

· Competed in the Olympic Games or
· Competed in the Commonwealth Games or
· Competed at World or European level or
· Competed at the highest level within their sport (evidence based upon governing body submission)
· Made a significant contribution to sport (evidence based upon governing body submission)
Sports persons must have achieved a significant level in their Sport (see Appendix 1 for examples of athletes who may or may not meet the Hall of Sporting Legends criteria).
4. EQUALITY
Antrim Borough Council are dedicated to ensuring promotion of equality between
· Persons of different religious belief, political opinion, racial group, age, marital status or sexual orientation

· Men and women generally

· Persons with a disability and persons without

· Persons with dependents and persons without

In addition due regard will be given to the promotion of good relations between persons of different religious belief, political opinion or racial group.

5. RULES AND ADMINISTRATIVE ARRANGEMENTS
a. Forms are available from and must be returned to the Sport and Physical Activity Development Manager, please refer to Point 7d, How to Apply. 

b. Nominations will only be assessed if there is evidence that they fulfil the criteria outlined.

c. Only complete and legible official nomination forms will be processed.

d. Nomination forms should be completed by the Nominator, sections 1, 2, 3 and 4 only and returned with accompanying relevant documentation by Friday 10 February (12noon) to The Sport and Physical Activity Development Manager, Antrim Borough Council.  
e. Once nomination forms have been received by Antrim Borough Council they will then be forwarded to the relevant Governing body, to complete sections 5 and 6.
f. All nominations will have their level of achievement verified by the Governing Body. Representatives confirming information on the nominee on behalf of Governing body must be at Chief Executive Officer, Chairperson or Secretary Level.  Council will independently liaise with the Governing body concerned in order to ensure that the integrity of the award is protected.
g. All nominations will be considered by The Gallery of Sporting Legends Committee. The Committee will be responsible for the assessing and administering of nominations using the eligibility and other criteria specified.
6. EVALUATION PROCESS

· The evaluation Committee will normally nominate up to a maximum of 2 persons/groups annually

· In a year of exceptional achievement e.g. Olympic /Commonwealth Games the Committee may extend nominations by a further 2.

· In the initial 2 to 3 years the council expects to award 6-8 persons per year.

· Following a Committee decision the recommendation will be directed to The annual  civic awards ceremony process

7. HOW TO APPLY
a. Before completing a nomination form please ensure the nominee is eligible and meets the criteria outlined in this guide. (Criteria will be applied rigidly and must be met in full to allow consideration by the Committee.  The Committee does not have discretion to extend the parameters of the criteria).
b. Please read over the nomination form and only complete parts relevant to nominator.

c. Please ensure that you have completed the nomination form in full and remember to enclose information as indicated in the checklist at the back of the nomination form.

Appendix 1
Examples

1. A cross country athlete who has competed in IAAF International Cross Country would not be accepted as the highest level in this sport is IAAF World Cross Country Championships.

2. An athlete who has competed in an International Bowls Match/Competition would not be accepted as the highest level in this sport is the Commonwealth Games.

3. An athlete who has represented their County at senior level in GAA and achieved an All-Ireland Senior final would be accepted as this is the highest level in their sport.
